I have a couple of topics to discuss this time.  The 
first topic is the small group photo discovery 
program that Mike Wilcox is leading with the 

mentors.  This program seems to be very well received 
by the members and we will certainly continue it.

If you haven’t heard about it, please log into the 
LPS website and click on the Mentoring tab.  There 
you will find a link to the current list of sessions that 
our mentors are offering.  If you are interested in one 
or more of the sessions, please contact the mentor 
directly or send a message to Mike.

The intention was that these would be one or two 
meetings to help get people headed in the right 
direction on various topics.  However, many of them 
probably deserve more than just one session with 
the group.  I know from my experience that one of 
the three groups I have mentored is turning into a 
regular once a month or more meeting as we work on 
a variety of topics that the group wants to address.  
Because of the interest in several of the topics, we 
have decided to turn at least a few of them into Special 
Interest Groups.  At least initially, we are going to 
allow multiple SIGs on some subjects.  For example, 
there may be more than one Lightroom SIG and each 
address different levels of users.  Also, if you have 
an idea for another mentor session or SIG, please let 
Mike know.  We’ll have more on this as the details 
develop.

The second topic for this time is the work the board 
has been doing on the mission, vision, and goals for 
LPS.

Loveland Photographic Society sponsored the 6th annual 
Youth Showcase for high school students, which invites 
area youth to submit their best photos.
